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Abstract

The Effectiveness of a Program Based on Some of the Principles of Learning

to Reduce the Severity of School Violence in the Students of the First Cycle of
Basic Education

The study aims to know the effectiveness of the program based on
some principles of learning to reduce the severity of school violence in the
students of the first cycle of basic education. It consisted of (150) students
of the sixth primary school grade, age between (11:12) years within an
outranged percentage of intelligence from (120: 130). They were divided
into an experimental group included (75) pupils and a control group
included (75) pupils distributed on six groups as follows: students group
who have school violence (physical, verbal) with a total of 25 students
(control group A), students group who have school violence (physical
,verbal) ,totaling 25students (control group B), studens who have school
violence (physical , verbal) totaling 25 students (control group C),
students who have a school violence (physical verbal) totaling 25
students (experimental group A) students who have school violence
(physical, verbal), totaling 25 students (experimental group B), students
who have a school violence (physical ,verbal) , totaling 25 students
(experimental group C),So the three groups remain the initial "control
groups"” for the three other experimental groups, where the indicative
program based on some principles of learning "reinforcement and
modeling and role play" used to reduce school violence with the three
groups: The initial experimental group (A) was applied to the
reinforcement method, the second experimental group ( B ) was applied to
the modeling method. The third experimental group (C) was applied to the
method of playing roles, The researcher used a measure of school violence
from her preparation, and a measure of intelligence photographer
prepared by Ahmed Zaki Salah (1975). The researcher used appropriate

statistical methods for searching.

Results of the study :

The search found that there was a statistical significant effect among
the mean scores of the experimental group and members of the control
group after the application of the program. The study also found that there
were statistically significant differences among the experimental group
members in the post-post and post-delayed measurement, and found that
there were statistically significant differences at the level of significance
among the mean scores of the experimental group members and the
control group members using the principle of reinforcement, modeling
and role play, and the existence of statistically significant differences
among the average scores of the experimental group for the sex variables (
male and female ), the differences between the averages of the male and
female experimental group after the application of the program for males,
and the significant impact of the proposed program on reducing school

violence among the experimental group.
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
