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Abstract 

Electronic Exam System is improves examination security, testing practice and reduces examination costs. This study was aimed to assess opinion of teachers' and students' toward implementation of e-exam in Faculty of Nursing at Sohag University. The study subject consists of (11) teachers and (140) student. Data collected through personal interview by using the teachers' opinion questionnaire and students' opinion questionnaire, the whole duration of data collection took about fifteen days after applied the exam. Results: The most of both teachers and students had agreed that, e- exam saves time, saves material costs of printing and other papers and provides self assess for student. And near half of them disagreed that, don't speak of dealing with computer, prefer paper exam, and paper exam more easily. As a result and in the light of the finding, the researchers recommended that; Lecturers  should  be  trained  and  assisted  to  adapt  to  the  new technologies, students should be assisted to acquire basic skills in computer that will help them during the conduct of e-examinations, and provides adequate computers 
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Introduction:

Electronic examination (e-exam) system is software to carry out the examination at the computer. Usually the exam is in a form of one or multiple choice test. The application may be a standalone (desktop) program optionally enriched with multimedia content and other features like time measurement or a choice of questions in a random manner. Due to the rapid development of internet technology, e-exams are more and more often implemented as distributed applications that use public telecommunication network, with web browser based user interface. E-exam module is often a part of e-learning platforms, increasingly used by private and public schools and training centers.
Our objective is to extend a standard e-exam application to the form of a real exam, with open tasks. It requires introducing artificial intelligence and computer recognition, for instance, expert systems and image understanding. Contrary, electronic marking (e-marking) is a relatively new conception in the field of teaching http://www.jyu. fi/hallintokesus/registry-office.  
The computer system for  e-marking  gives the examiner a possibility  of  checking  and  marking  the  answer  sheets  directly  on  a  computer  screen rather than reading paper documents.  The system may be equipped with modules for automatic checking of exam assessments and for a secure distribution the assessments to examiners (Fowles, 2005). 
Apparent advantages of the e-marking system are: better organization of the examination  session,  improvement  of  the  entire  process  security  and  additional features as statistical processing and visualization of the results. Studying the impact of changes in the process of evaluation to its quality has shown, that if only this change does not involve exam preparation, it can   not only keep its original accuracy, but increase its reliability [Niemierko, et. al,. 1999]. Can improve exam quality by:
· Providing complete anonymity for task assessment;
· Suppress the halo effect – a way of solving by one student does not affect the way later tasks are evaluated;
· Steadily spreading potential errors in assessing – tasks to assess to the examiners are assigned at random (Szaleniec & Weziak-Bialowolska 2008).
Advantages of e-exam:

Computer-aided evaluation of such a task is easy. In case of  electronic form it is  simply  comparing  the  result  to  the  key  answer.  In case of a paper form, the scanned sheet is processed to recognize some marks (shapes "X" or "V") put by a student on a form. Much more difficult is automatic evaluation of the open task,   because the set of proper solutions may be infinite. Moreover, incomplete or inaccurate solutions should be graded with a reduced score (Szaleniec & Weziak-Bialowolska 2008).
Computer-assisted testing technology greatly increases the efficiency and speed of scoring exams, thereby decreasing the turnaround time required for the test taker to receive scores. The test taker can access test scores electronically and online with secure personal identification number codes. http://www.jyu. fi/en/contacts 

Computer testing is consistent with the many commercial standardized test review programs. The review software can be programmed to elevate the student to higher levels, or to hold the test taker for a longer time at middle or lower levels (Fowles, 2005).. 

Internet-based computer-assisted testing can alleviate the costs of conducting large-scale testing programs, including facilities and personnel. In computer-based testing, revisions, updates, and modifications are automatic and instantaneous. Computerized standard testing also provides an advantage in scheduling, because tests can be administered in much less time than it takes to administer a paper test. This makes testing more accessible to those with full-time jobs or full class schedules. Since the schedule can be compressed, more test dates can be provided throughout the year. The immediate computation and availability of test scores makes it possible for test takers to plan for their next steps right after taking the exam(Szaleniec & Weziak-Bialowolska 2008).

Significance of the study:

     Most universities around the world tended to develop their evaluation systems and they import to e- learning and e- exam. This study can help the faculties and universities to develop the way of learning and examination, and help student to become more qualified in using new ways for exams. Also this study is important because there are no sufficient studies about implementation of e-exam in faculty of nursing in Egypt. 
Aim of the study:

This study aimed to assess opinion of teachers' and students' toward implementation of e-exam in Faculty of Nursing at Sohag University. 
Research Questions:

· What are the advantages of e-exam?
· Is e-exam more effective than paper exam?
· Is e-exam containing of the cost and time than paper exam?

Research Methodology 


Study Design:
This study used the quantitative descriptive design; it used the questionnaire at the collection of information; because it is more practical in the implementation. This design more effective and comprehensive collection of information from the students and teachers at Sohag University.
Administrative Arrangement
    Participants received explanation about the purpose, confidentiality of the study. In addition, participant informed about their right to accept or to refuse participate in this study through the informed consent, which attached with each questionnaire. 

Population and Sample:

The study population consisted of all first year students of faculty of nursing and all teachers working with them at clinical area. This sample was (144) students, {participate in the study (140) and refuse (4)} and (11) teachers.

Site and Setting:

This study was conducted at Faculty of Nursing at Sohag University.
Data Collection Tools.

Two different tools were used to collect study data include the following:

1. Students' Opinion Questionnaire (Appendix 1) 

It is developed by researchers. It includes 43 items divided into; 3 parts:
1. Characteristics of the exam 18 items.

2. Related the program 20 items

3. Environmental preparation 5 items

The response to each item was on a three points Likert scale ranging from; (3 = agree; 2 = don’t know; and 1= disagree). 
2. Teachers' Opinion questionnaire (Appendix 2):

 It is developed by researchers. It includes 37 items related to teachers' opinion divided into; 3 parts:

1. Characteristics of the exam 12 items.

2. Related the program 23 items

3. Environmental preparation 2 items

The responses were on a three points Likert scale ranging from; (3 = agree ; 2 = don’t know; and 1= disagree). 
OPERATIONAL DESIGN: 
A) Preparatory Phase.

 After reviewing the available literatures concerning to the topic of the study, modification of the study tools was done. The exam prepared through quiz creator program, and training for students and teachers about how to use this program and answer the exam easier was done. This phase took about five months from January, to May, 2014.
B) Filed Work:

 After ensuring the clarity of the tools, and application of e-exam, the actual data collection from students and teachers by personal interview with each participant in the study was carried out. Each interview started with clarifying the aim of study and interpretation if needed. The whole duration of data collection took about fifteen days after applied the exam. 

STATISTICAL ANALYSIS: 

         Data entry and statistical analysis were done using SPSS 14.0 statistical software package.  Data were presented using descriptive statistics in the form of frequencies and percentages for qualitative variables, and means and standard deviations for quantitative variables. Pearson correlation analysis was used for assessment of the inter-relationships among quantitative variables. Statistical significance was considered at p-value <0.05.
Result
The aim of this study was assessing opinion of teachers' and students' toward implementation of e-exam in Faculty of Nursing at Sohag University

      Table (1a) describes that; personnel characteristics of teachers' majority of them have instructors (54.5%) and year of experience from two to less than four years (45.5%).

Table (2a) show that, opinion of teachers  for exam characteristics, all of them agreed that, the time allotted for the exam enough(100%), and the most percent of them agreed that, exam covers a large part of the curriculum and well distributed, questions focused on the practical side, and degree allocated for the exam was enough (90.9%) for all.
          Table (3a) declares that, opinion to exam program for the teachers, all of them agreed that, e- exam saves time, saves material costs of printing and other papers and provides self assess for student, and the program allows you to train the student to the best more than once (100%) for all. And most of them agreed that, abbreviated effort for the student and teacher, the program helps you to formulate questions on the exam and verity of ways, the program is interesting for the teacher to create questions and answer them get feedback immediately, the program is easy to deal with it, and the use of electronic exam improve the education process, (90.9%) for all. And about half of teachers and students disagreed that, don't speak of dealing with computer, prefer paper exam, and paper exam more easily (54.5%, 36.4%, & 54.5%) respectively tables (3a & 2b).
        Tables (4a and 3b) shows that, exam preparation for the teachers and students, majority of them agreed that, places prepared for exam appropriate to the nature of the examination and calm( 81.8% & 82.1%), and the majority of teachers reported that exam was announced early, and been trained on how to use the program well setup(81.8%) for all.
There were no statistically significant difference between total score and job for teachers, (total p=0.881), table (5a).
There were statistically significant difference between exam program score and experience (p<0.04), table (6a).
Table (7a) describes that, correlation between items of score, there were high statistical significance differences among exam characteristics (total p<0.001) with exam program (total p<0.000).
     Table (1b) clarified that; opinion to exam characteristics for the students, the highest percent of them agreed that, the time allotted for the exam enough, exam linked to the practical study, there is transparency in the grading and distribution, exam was organized and well sequenced and clear, and exam less stressful than paper exam (73.6% - 81.4% - 75.0% -73.6% & 75.7%) respectively. And about quarter of them disagreed that exam was terrifying to you as student (25.7%).
      Table (2b) show that, opinion of students for exam program, highest percent of them agreed that, e- exams easier than paper exam, e-exam saves time, exam reduces the chances of fraud significantly, patch- electronic and Messaging through the program ensures credibility and transparency in the patch, and the program provides equality between students and the accuracy of the assessment (75.0% -75.7% - 80.7% - 75.0% &75.0%) respectively.

Table (4b) shows that, mean of total score items of opinion for students was (43.0 -129.0), and SD was (108.29+ 15.84)
Discussion

        The e-exam is promoting more flexible exam practices, which is part of the University’s broader strategic objectives of supporting flexible modes of study.
The present study was implemented in an attempt to assess opinion of teachers' and students' toward implementation of e-exam in Faculty of Nursing at Sohag University. The study subject was (11) teachers and (140) students. 
      Ongoing the present study result clarified that; opinion of teachers  for exam characteristics, the highest percent of them agreed that, the time allotted for the exam enough, exam covers a large part of the curriculum and well distributed, questions focused on the practical side, and degree allocated for the exam was enough, table (2a). This result may be due to this exam prepared by some of them after attended training program for quiz creator and the exam was for practice.
        From the study finding regards to opinion to exam program for the teachers, all of them agreed that, e- exam saves time, saves material costs of printing and other papers and provides self assess for student, and the program allows you to train the student to the best more than once. And most of them agreed that, abbreviated effort for the student and teacher, the program helps you to formulate questions on the exam and verity of ways, the program is interesting for the teacher to create questions and answer them get feedback immediately, the program is easy to deal with it, and the use of electronic exam improve the education process. This result in agreement with Adegbija et al. (2011), who reported that,  e-examinations saves time especially when the university has enough questions in its item/question banks and enough learning materials. And more than third of teachers and students disagreed that, don't speak of dealing with computer, prefer paper exam, and paper exam more easily. Table (3a , 2b). This result may be due to most teachers and students like dealing with computer and prefer it, and they prefer changing the traditional method of exam.
            From the study finding regards to exam preparation for the teachers and students, majority of them agreed that, places prepared for exam appropriate to the nature of the examination and calm, and the majority of teachers reported that exam was announced early, and been trained on how to use the program well setup. Tables (4a and 3b) this result may be due to this exam implemented in the prepared computer lab for university. 
      As regards to relation between total score and experience of teacher there was a high statistical significance difference among exam program with experiences of teachers. Table (6a)
   As regards to correlation between items of score there were high statistical significance differences among exam characteristics with exam program and exam preparation. Table (7a)
      On the same line for students all of them at first year (2014) in Faculty of Nursing at Sohag University. Ongoing the present study result clarified that; opinion to exam characteristics for the students, the highest percent of them agreed that, the time allotted for the exam enough, exam linked to the practical study, there is transparency in the grading and distribution, exam was organized and well sequenced and clear, and exam less stressful than paper exam. And about quarter of them disagreed that exam was terrifying to you as student, table (1b.) This result may be due to this exam was for practice and most of student like deal with computer.
         From the study finding regards to opinion to exam program for the students, majority of them agreed that, e- exam easier than paper exam, e- exam saves time, exam reduces the chances of fraud significantly, provides self assess for accuracy of the assessment, and direct analysis gives you as a student to the level of your performance in the test. This result in agreement with, Adegbija et al. (2011). 
Conclusions
In the light of the study results, the following conclusions can be drawn:
· The most of both teachers and students had agreed that, e- exam saves time, saves material costs of printing and other papers and provides self assess for student.
· And near half of them disagreed that, don't speak of dealing with computer, prefer paper exam, and paper exam more easily. 
Recommendations
Consequently based upon such results, the following recommendations were desirable:

1. Lecturers  should  be  sensitized  about  their  changing  roles  in  the  conduct  of  e-examinations.  They should  be  trained  and  assisted  to  adapt  to  the  new technologies  through  workshops,  seminars, conferences, etc.
2. Students should be assisted to acquire basic skills in computer that will help them during the conduct of e-examinations.
3. The provision of adequate computers is strongly recommended if e-examinations are to meet global standards.
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رأي المعلمين والطلاب تجاه تطبيق الامتحان  الالكترونى في كلية التمريض بجامعة سوهاج

ملخص البحث


الامتحان الالكترونى يوفر اختبارات آمنه أكثر تطبيقا ويقلل التكاليف المستخدمة فى الاختبارات. تهدف هذه الدراسة الى تقييم آراء المعلمين والطلبة تجاه تطبيق الامتحان الإلكتروني في كلية التمريض بجامعة سوهاج. تتكون عينة  الدراسة من (11) معلما و (140) طالب. تم تجميع البيانات من خلال المقابلة الشخصية باستخدام "استبيان لرأي الطالب واستبيان لرأى المعلم" ، ومدة جمع البيانات كاملة جرت فى حوالي خمسة عشر يوما بعد تطبيق الامتحان الالكترونى. النتائج: معظم كل من المعلمين والطلاب وافقوا على ان  الامتحان الإلكتروني يوفر الوقت، ويوفر التكاليف المادية للطباعة وغيرها من الأوراق ويوفر تقييم ذاتى للطالب. و قريب من نصفهم غير موافق على انهم  ، لا يجيد التعامل مع جهاز الكمبيوتر، ويفضل امتحان ورقة، ورقة الامتحان الورقية اكثر سهوله. ونتيجة لذلك، وفي ضوء النتائج أوصى الباحث بذلك؛ ينبغي تدريب المحاضرين للمساعدة على التكيف مع التكنولوجيات الجديدة. ينبغي مساعدة الطلاب لاكتساب المهارات الأساسية في الحاسوب التي تساعدهم أثناء إجراء الامتحانات الإلكترونية، وتوفر أجهزة الكمبيوتر كافية
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
