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Abstract of the study
Aspects of Political Education for Egyptian
Universities Students in light of the Theories of
Sustainable Human Development

The present study aimed to identify the importance of the
theories of sustainable human development in influencing people
and shaping their political orientations, and it turned out that
they play an important role in the political education of Egyptian
university students. The researcher has developed a proposed
vision for developing the role of the university in political
education in the light of theories of sustainable human
development, Researcher on the descriptive approach as the
appropriate method for the current study, and the researcher
prepared a questionnaire as a tool for field study, which was
applied to students of Sohag University.

The main results of the study were:

* The theories of sustainable human development provide students
with political education by imparting some political values and
beliefs, gaining some knowledge and political information about
the political system, forming their feelings and attitudes towards
that system, and developing the ability to choose the attitudes and
political attitudes of university students. Through which different
models of behavior; as a result of cultural exchange with others

* The weak role of the university in the political education of
university students; as a result of the weak development of
political values among students, such values loyalty and belonging,
and belief in the culture of difference and diversity of views, and
weak development of monetary capacity of university students, in
addition to low awareness of rights and duties and methods of
political participation sound, The existence of courses to educate
university students politically, which led to the weakness of the
role of the university in providing the political culture of students,
and the development of political awareness of them, and training



on political participation, and thus weak achievement of political
education in its three dimensions

* The current status of universities does not play a positive role in
educating their students politically. This is due to several
obstacles, including the following: The gap between what is taught
in universities and the actual reality of the society and its political,
social and economic conditions. The lack of the number of
conferences, political seminars held throughout the year, the weak
role of student organizations in political education for university
students, in addition to the weakness of academic freedom and the
weakness of the independence of universities. This indicates the
existence of these obstacles that prevent the university from
playing its role in soils Political orientation for university students.
