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Abstract



The aim of the current research is to know the thinking styles of the eighth

grade pupils and their parents and their relation to the orientation of goals.

The study sample consisted of (147) of them 73 students and 74 students with

their parents in the eighth grade. The average age of the sample was 13.5 years. The
research used the following tools:

A measurement of students' thinking styles (Prepared by AbdelMoneim Ahmed
El-Dardieral, 2004).

A measurement of parents' thinking skills (prepared by the researcher).

A measurement of the orientation of goals (prepared by the researcher).

The research identified many results, and the most important ones are the
followings:

Each of the methods of thinking (general, local, progressive) is linked positively
and statistically with the trends of goals achievement (proficiency), also
the methods of thinking (general, conservative) are associated positively and
statistically with goal orientation ways (performance), while the style of thinking
(local) is associated negatively and statistically with the goals orientation
(performance).

There are statistical significant differences between the mean scores of male and
female students in the styles of thinking (general, progressive, conservative) in
favor of males, and there is a lack of statistical significant differences
between the mean scores of male and female students in the scale of thinking
(legislative, executive, general, local).

There were statistically significant differences between the average scores of
male and female students in the measurement of goals orientation (performance)
in favor of males, and an absence of statistical significant differences between
the average scores of male and female students in the scale of goals orientation
(proficiency).

The pairing between parents and their children in the styles of thinking
(legislative, executive, judicial, general, local, progressive, and conservative)
affected on the direction of goals orientation of their sons after performance. In
the post-mastery, the pairing between parents and their children does not have an
effect on the thinking styles (legislative, executive, judging, and general, local,
conservative) and on the ways of achievement goals of their children in the post-
perfection.

The thinking styles of parents (general, local, progressive, conservative)
effect positively and statistically corresponding to their children's thinking
styles.
