The different surfaces of the Earth are often changed through a
process called weathering. Weathering is the breaking down of the
materials of the Earth's crust into smaller pieces or particles.

There are two types of weathering, physical and chemical. Physical
weathering is when the Earth's crust is exposed to water, air, and
temperature changes occur immediately or over a long time period.
There are many examples of physical weathering including streams
cutting through rock to form canyons, rocks splitting when water
seeps in and freezes, windblown sand breaking down rock, roots
from plants breaking apart the rocks in soil, and even animals.
Water from streams or rivers dissolves the minerals from the Earth's
crust, and the moving water acts as a force breaking down the pieces
of rock into smaller and smaller pieces. A small stream can cut
through softer rock, forming canyons. A canyon is a deep valley with
steep sides, often with a stream flowing through it. The flowing water
can also smooth and sculpt the harder rock. The physical weathering
takes place over millions of years resulting in the formation of a
canyon.

If the temperature drops low enough, rainwater can freeze and
expand, causing cracks in rocks, splitting the rocks apart. Following
a rain, the water enters the cracks of rock, then freezes due to the low
temperatures. The ice expands and takes up more space, causing the
physical weathering to take place. Winds may cause much damage to
the Earth along with rain and extreme temperature changes. The
wind acts as a force and blows sand and other bits of rock over the
Earth's surface and can also wear away other rocks.

Plants and their roots can also cause rocks to weather and erode. The
roots or parts of a plant can make its way into a crack in a rock and
as it grows it can break apart the rock.




Earthworms and groundhogs, and other burrowing animals, can also
contribute to physical weathering. The Earthworms and other
burrowing animals loosen the soil and can break apart the rocks in
the soil. Moles, rabbits, gophers, and even ants can also cause
physical weathering to occur in soil.

The second type of weathering is called chemical weathering.
Chemical weathering occurs when chemicals affect the Earth's crust,
whether found in the air or in the water. One example includes rain
mixing with chemicals in the air causing rust. Rust is formed when
the oxygen in the air reacts with iron. This is an example of chemical
weathering and can affect metal objects.

Another example of chemical weathering occurs when the chemicals
in the air such as oxygen, carbon dioxide, sulfur dioxide and others
cause acids to eat away at rocks. Salt can also cause chemical
weathering as it can damage many objects and affect surfaces of the
Earth.

In summary, there are two types of weathering that affect the Earth's
surface and other objects. Physical weathering is when the Earth's
crust is exposed to water, air, and temperature changes. Chemical
weathering occurs when chemicals affect the Earth's crust, whether
found in the air or in the water. Physical weathering takes place over
millions of years resulting in the formation of deep valley with steep
sides called a canyon. Chemical weather can cause rust to destroy
metal objects. Weather causes many changes take place on the
Earth's surface.

The east greeted them with both arms
and began to fulfill their middle class aspirations by eating food which ‘the whites’ ate. Today here we are, sitting and eating burgers.

- Rosemary is one of the most popular herbs in world history for a number of reasons. It has long been used for cooking, during religious
ceremonies, and as herbal remedies. Ancient Greeks also used it to help stimulate the brain and improve memory. Researchers recently
have found that rosemary does in fact help the memory, often within just a few short hours. A study was recently done with a group of
28 older adults. What the study found was that at low doses (750 mg), rosemary showed a significant benefit. However, when a higher
dose was administered (6,000 mg), there seemed to be an impairment of memory. This showed the scientists that low doses over a period
of time were the best option. One reason that rosemary is so great for our brains is that it contains a number of unique bioactive
compounds. One of these includes CA, or carnosic acid, which has been shown to protect the brain from strokes and degeneration.

- A study was recently done to prove whether or not coffee helps prevent skin cancer, and indeed it looks as though this may be true. In
fact, women who drank more than three cups of coffee a day showed a 20% lower risk of developing basal cell carcinoma than those
who drank less. The study also showed that men who drank this same amount of coffee showed a 9% decrease in this type of cancer.
Many researchers think that caffeine is the basis of this result because those who drank decaffeinated coffee did not show the same
effects. What the study did not show was a correlation between coffee/caffeine and other types of cancer. One researcher pointed out that
the caffeine in facts kills a small number of precancerous cells which tend to become damaged by the sun and are in the process of
dividing when they are exposed to the sun. This researcher also stated that drinking coffee to protect yourself from skin cancer may be
more powerful on the days you are going to be exposed to the sun, say when headed to the beach. There is even talk of

adding coffee to sunscreen as a way to protect. These studies are promising, but are still works in progress.
