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Abstract:

The study aim at information on the criteria for educational
effectiveness in public education schools in Egypt, some courtship,
revealing the reality of achieving educational effectiveness standards in
public education schools in Egypt, and reaching the goals of the
educational stage. A sample of public education schools (primary,
preparatory, and secondary), in the governorates of public education

The study found the following: The results of the field research
showed that there are a set of strengths that characterize public education
schools, which can be invested and activated in a way that achieves
educational effectiveness in public education schools in light of some
contemporary global trends, the most important of which are:

1. The teacher's plans for the lesson in light of the educational goals.
2. The student follows proper healthy eating and habits methods to
maintain his health.

The field study also found some weaknesses that may affect the
development of educational effectiveness in public education schools, the
most important of which are:

3. Lack of the teacher's keenness to implement individual education
whenever necessary.

4. Lack of the learners ’participation in making decisions that pertain to
them in the classroom.

The study found a set of available opportunities that can be used in
developing educational effectiveness, the most important of which are:

5. The curriculum takes into account the technological development.
6. The interest of the school administration with the participation of
parents in setting expectations for children's performance.

There is also a set of potential threats that must be dealt with in order to
achieve the mission and strategic objectives, the most important of which
are: Poor participation of the student / student in the volunteer work of
civil societies in the local community.
