She was admitted to the hospital due to a mild attack of antepartum hemorrhage. She is not known as a chronic hypertensive or diabetic patient. On admission; systematic examination revealed that her weight was 97 kg, her height was 156 cm and her BP was 110/70 mmHg. Her urine was containing no albumin and her Hb was 9.7 gm/ dl and platelets' count was 153X103. TAS revealed twins pregnancy with the 1st is a living cephalic and the 2nd was dead. The placenta was low down; marginalis anterior. She is managed conservatively; receiving iron therapy times daily.
