Pre test 
          Thirty-three years old female; got pregnant 4 times before, ended by 4 normal labors, currently having 4 living males, with her last delivery 8 years ago. She used IUD for the 1st 3 year of these 8 years, with 2ry infertility for the last 5 years. Her husband semen analysis was normal during this period. She is complaining from meno-metrorrhagia for the last 3 months; which was attempted to be investigated by D&C 20 days ago, but unfortunately with no histo-pathological evaluation. Her BP is 110/70 mmHg, her BMI is 26.9 kg/m2. On bimanual examination; a firm, non tender mass of about 14 weeks pregnant uterus is felt, central in the pelvis, mobile from side-to-side. The Hb level is 11 gm/dl. TVS revealed anterior uterine wall interstitial myoma 5X4 cm, and endometrial thickness 15 mm.
