6- Student Evaluation of the course: 

A- Regarding the lecturers and professors: 

· Restriction to the time lecture and exploring the aims of the course around 52% 

· Exploring the scientific material in an understandable manner was medium degree in more than 57% of the students 

· About 50% of the students found that the lecturers are insisted to make the scientific materials understandable, welcomed their inquiries, made connections between the lectures and the practical applications, used recent methods for exploration, and teach most of the course required 

· Around half of the students attending the lectures regularly, and their attendance were due to good lecturer’s way. They also found that the connection between them and the lecturers was easy, and they felt satisfaction toward their lecturers. 

B- Regarding assistant lecturers: 
· Around 50% of the students found good connections with their demonstrators in the practical laboratory and museum 

· About 55 % found their demonstrators restricted to the time of the lab. 

· More than half of the students found that their questions are welcomed inside and outside the lab. Doors 

C- List of criticisms regarding the lecturers and professors:
· Around 30% of the students were unsatisfied regarding the lecturers due to rapid way of exploring their lecturers 

· Twenty percent of people found their lecturers not restricted to the time of the lectures 

· Around 10% found difficulty in understand the lectures due to lack of recent ways of exploration and / or long time of the lectures 

· Six percent of the students found misconnection with their lecturers 

· Six percent of the students found that their lecturers were not interested in exploring the most important subjects, and they may went to unimportant and/ or unrelated ones 

· Around 6% of people found no restriction to the course applied by the department, and the same number criticize lack of periodic questions 

· Three only % of the students found that the course was not covered completely, and the same % found that the lecturers are incapable of exploring their materials 

D- List of criticisms regarding assistant lecturers:
· Around 12% of the students were found no co-operation with their demonstrators 

· Around 20% of the students were found lack number of the slides 

· Around 12% criticize deficient equipped lab., redundancy in exploring the materials, going out to unrelated subjects, incapability of making the scientific part understandable, and/or lack of good aeration and insufficient light in the museum 

· About 12% percent of the students found that inability to perform laboratory exiperiment and about 12 % found that their demonstrators were not allow them for disscussion
