Originally, the northern enclosure had two main entrances.
The one facing the city, Bab al-Mudarraj, is today
Incorporated in the walls and gates of Muhammad 'Ali and
Is accessible only from within the enclosure, though the
original ramp, cut in rock, still leads up to the gate.
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The gate has its original foundation inscription naming
Salah al-Din and his vizier Qaraqush, the vestibule of this
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gate has a painted blazon added later by Sultan al-Nasir
Muhammad which is the earliest surviving painted blazon.
Other late Mamluk inscriptions can also be seen there,
commemorating later restoration works.
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The second gate, Bab al-Jabal, also called Bab al-Qarafa
because it overlooks the cemetery, is located on the same
axis as Bab al-Mudarraj, on the southeast side of the
enclosure.
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
